12 Noon Stations of the Cross:  At the time when our Lordôs crucifixion began, we will walk the Way 

of the Cross using the Stations inside the church. The prayers we pray will be used by Christians around 

the world on this day.   

7:00 pm Liturgy for Good Friday: In the starkness of the bare church, this service focuses on the   

Passion of our Lord and includes meditation on the Cross.
